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2 Ways for Instructors to Offer SRS Course
1. Teach for an Authorized Provider to deliver the SRS
a. You must hold the SRS Designation

b. You must maintain your membership in the SRS Council

c. You must be an approved REBAC Trainer

d. You must be sponsored by an authorized provider

e. You must maintain above average evaluations for courses delivered

f. You must fully comprehend the state agency laws, rules/regulations of    the Real Estate Commission and the State Association of Realtors® positions with regard to field issues and ramifications

g. You must be openly receptive to alternate legal business models; you may not condone or support any local field customs which violates the COE,  state laws or the rules/regulations of the Real Estate Commission.
2. Become an authorized Instructor/Licensed Course Provider

a. You must hold the SRS Designation

b. You must maintain your membership in the SRS Council

c. You must be a approved REBAC Trainer

d. You must maintain above average evaluations for courses delivered

e. You must fully comprehend the state agency laws, rules/regulations of    the Real Estate Commission and the State Association of Realtors® positions with regard to field issues and ramifications

f. You must be openly receptive to alternate legal business models; you may not condone or support any local field customs which violates the COE,  state laws or the rules/regulations of the Real Commission

g. Obtain and engage in a non-exclusive Course Provider License Agreement with the SRS Council, LLP
h. You many solicit bookings with private firms and state and/or local associations of Realtors® where you create relationships

i. This course material and content, in part and/or whole, is solely to be used to award only the SRS Designation

j. If a student takes any part of this course the royalty payment of $60 per person is due the SRS Council, LLP
k. Responsibilities of the conveyance of any inaccurate statements will remain the sole responsibility of the trainer and the SRS Council, LLP will be held harmless from any liability
Provider Responsibilities:
1. Inform SRS Council, LLP of all courses booked by you ASAP using the ‘Course Info Form’ for posting on our website
2. Facilitate all discussions with SRS Council, LLP on behalf of the partnering association or entity
3. Provide a master flyer to the association or entity for marketing purposes

4. As an option, SRS Council, LLP can process electronic registration and payment for the course if desired and the association/entity can link to our website registration page

5. Spotlight sponsors utilized for the program and their marketing material  

6. Monitor & Correct all Tests
7. Mail all material to SRS Council, LLP (Candidacy Applications, Student Evaluations, copies of CE sign-in/sign-out, any other paperwork required by the council for satisfactory processing)

8. Provide one check reflecting $60 per student made payable to the SRS Council, LLP within 5 business days of the course completion
9.  Issue CE certificates if authorized to do so

Optional Decisions:

1. Determine who will produce and supply student workbooks and required materials for the course

2. Determine who will register students and collect student payments

3. Determine who will submit the course materials to secure Continuing Education credits from the state licensing board and Issue CE certificates

4. Determine who will provide facilities for the program

5. Determine what the cost of course will be  – suggested minimum $260pp

6. Determine your Trainer’s Fee and any rebates offered to the participating association or entity are negotiable between the involved parties

7. Determine the Cancellation or Refund policies
The SRS Council, LLP’s Responsibilities:

1. Collects all student candidacy application forms

2. Maintains a database of SRS Designees

3. Awards and confers the designation to all students who satisfactorily complete all requirements to receive the designation and are authorized to use the logo and designation status immediately upon passing the test
4. Issues pins and certificates to each student
5. Can process all student payments/registrations electronically; retain royalty payment and distribute instructor fees and association rebates
